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The focus of this course will be in dealing with the history of cults and their beliefs in supernatural
(OLIIIELEY | powers. Discussion will include their unorthodox religious beliefs, religious freedoms, cults and the
SUINIETRYA | criminal justice system, as well as various cults and their beliefs - paganism, witchcraft, satanic
rituals, Santeria and Brujeria.
